If you self-identify as Indigenous on your initial application, you will first be considered under our
general admission process. You will be asked to submit documentation to verify your Indigenous
citizenship/membership if it is required to support admission under a pathway process.

If you do not meet the
course requirements for your desired
program, bridging programs offer
foundation courses that can be taken
concurrently with first-year courses. Students
progress directly to their program after
completion of required courses.
